In this activity you will act as an insurance agent. Read each of your client’s scenarios below and decided what type of policies and the amount of coverage each client needs. For each policy list the policies you think the client needs and include a brief description explaining your choice.  

1) Brandon owns Brandon’s Used Cars. His business is located on five acre commercial lot that he owns just a few miles away from the auction where he buys and sometimes sells his cars. His business employs four people that perform a variety of task. The business has two working vehicles: one truck to deliver cars to the auction and one van to transport employees and pickup parts. 
Possible Answers:

General Liability Insurance- this type of insurance provides defense and damages to a business if it causes damages (through employees, products, services) to a third party. 
Property Insurance- this type of insurance protects against property damage (business owner may consider business interruption/loss earning insurances if the damages caused the business to be unable to operate.) 
Commercial Auto Insurance- this type of insurance would protect the business’ automotive equipment and vehicles that carry employees, products or equipment. 
Workers Compensation- this type of insurance provides wage and medical benefits to those who are inured on the job. 
2) Tonya and Lori are partners in a small bakery that they own on Main Street. Together they rent the location of their bakery. Sometimes they hire an independent contractor to maintain equipment and clean the building. When customers request cakes to be delivered, Lori takes her personal van. In order to make ordering more efficient for their customers Tonya and Lori have store all of their clients information on the business computer for easy access. 
Possible Answers:

General Liability Insurance- this type of insurance provides defense and damages to a business if it causes damages (through employees, products, services) to a third party.
Renter’s Insurance-This type of coverage would protect Tonya and Lori of damages caused to physical property and damages to their own property.  

Umbrella Insurance/Data Breach Policy- This type of coverage would protect them against loss of sensitive data or information about their customers. 
Personal Automobile Insurance - this type of insurance would protect Lori against liability to other drivers and if she has full coverage damage to her own vehicle.  
3) Gabbi goes to college where she rents a large house. She decided to take advantage of the extra room and open a small embroidery shop.  She uses her personal car in order to deliver her finished products around campus. 
Possible Answers:
General Liability Insurance- this type of insurance provides defense and damages to a business if it causes damages (through employees, products, services) to a third party.
Renter’s Insurance-This type of coverage would protect Gabbi damages caused to physical property and damages to their own property.  
Personal Automobile Insurance - this type of insurance would protect Gabbi against liability to other drivers and if she has full coverage damage to her own vehicle.  
4) Roger has just retired as a school administrator and has decided to purchase a house in Tennessee. Along with his new house, he decided to sell his car and purchase new cars for him and his wife. Now that he has entered retirement he plans to buy life insurance in order to protect his family’s financial security. Unfortunately he is not sure what type of life insurance he should purchase. 
Possible Answers:

Home Owners Insurance- This type of insurance can protect against damage to Roger’s home and can also protect against damages sustained by others in his home.  

Personal Automobile Insurance- this type of insurance would protect Roger against liability to other drivers and if he has full coverage damage to her own vehicle.  
Term Life Insurance- Due to Roger’s age he would be suited with term life, which provides coverage at a fixed rate of payments for a limited period of time.
